Americorps — Funds earned from the partnership was $55,000.00. This amount was
divided between the city and the commission.

Alma Plantation — Will continue to support the festival.

Mr. Daisy introduced a former resident who expressed her concerns for drug
activity in her mother’s neighborhood.
